Cooperative Agreements Program (CAP) funds
innovaion in the GIS community to build the
infrastructure necessary to effectively share,
manage, and use digital geographic data. Some of
the pieces that fit into this broad effort are people,
organizational know-how, best business practices,
collaboration, education, tools, technology, the
Internet, standards and data. This collaboration has
become an integrd part of GIS organizations in
leveraging the limited resources available to meet
the demand of communities to create and use
geospatia data for sound decision-making.

2002 CAP

Approximately $385,000 is avalable for the FY
2002 CAP program. Collaborative and sustainable
projects are encouraged as well as projects that
conform to state or regional GIS infrastructure
goals. Federal, state and local government,
academic, regiond, profit and  non-profit
organizations may apply.

The CAP will fund projectsin four aress:

(1) Don't Duck Metadata: Metadata Creation and
Implementation: provides stance to
organizations in acquiring the skill and knowledge
to document data for clearinghouse discovery.
Metadata is a basic first step in implementing the
NSDI. ($6,000 Awards)

(2) Don't Duck Metadata: Metadata Trainer
Assistance funds trainers to train organizations in
metadata implementation. ($20,000 Awards)
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(3) Clearinghouse Integration with  OpenGIS
Services will provide funding assistance to extend
clearinghouse nodes with OpenGis Consortium
compliant web mapping service capabilities and
related standards-based services. ($20,000 Awards)

(4) Canadian/U.S. Spatial Data Infrastructure
Project funds projects implementing and
demondtrating the ability to address sound
community decison-making through the
collaborative use, maintenance and sharing of
geospatia data over a common geography. FGDC is
collaborating with its Canadian counterpart,
GeoConnections, in  sponsoring  this  project.
($75,000 Award, 1 project)

CAP Program Categories

Category 1. Metadata Implementation Assistance
This category is appropriate for organizations beginning NSDI implementation.
Funding up to $6,000, approximately 15 projectsto be funded
In~kind match of 50% required

Category 2: Metadata Trainer Assistance
Funding up to $20,000, gpproximately 4-5 projects to be funded
Applicant must demongtrate knowledge of metadata

Category 3: Clearinghouse integration with Web Services
Funding up to $20,000, approximately 6 projectsto be funded
Applicant must have aregistered clearinghouse node serving metadata.

Category 4: U.S./Canadian Spatial Data Infrastructure Project
Funding up to $75,000, one project to be funded.
In~kind match of %100 required.
Partnerships required and documented, one partner must be from private sector.

- Program awards are made as a cooperative agreement; it is neither a contract nor a pure grant.

- Each of the four program categories has different goas and outcomes. Submitted proposd applications should
represent only one of the categories. An organization may submit for more than one category, however, eech category
should be represented by a separate application proposa document.

- Theintent of the CAPisto assst organizationsin implementing the infrastructure (NSDI) necessary to improvethe
ability to discover, share, maintain and use digital geographic data Program funds are not intended to support the
cregtion, digitizing, purchase or collection of geospatid data. Nor isfunding intended to initiate, upgrade or provide on-
going support of an organizaion's GIS operation through acquisition of equipment or Saff.

- When an in-kind match is required, geospetia data cannot be used as an in-kind match. Resources such as sdaries,
travel expenses and equipment dedicated to the project may be used.

- Funding is provided on amonthly or quarterly cost reimbursable basis.
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
