Comments:  We don’t believe an investments summary and explanations of the work in the space allotted would render the information relevant.  Agencies (including OMB) still do not have clear numbers government-wide on geospatial expenditures that could be shared with absolute confidence.   
Success Story
“Spatially Understanding Our Changing World”   
· Challenge – America is changing.  Census data help determine how more than $300 billion per year is distributed, inform decisions on policies, programs, and services for communities.
· Action – The Census Bureau created the American Community Survey (ACS) that lets communities see how they are changing and fills in the gaps between each 10-year census.  The survey was begun in the 1990’s, and expanded nationwide in 2005.
· Result – As of 2007, what is traditionally thought of as “long form census data” is available annually for places with a population over 65,000.  Beginning in 2011, when the Census Bureau publishes nationwide ACS data, it will be available on a yearly basis, providing a timely view of our changing Nation.
Agency NSDI Contribution Section

· Challenge – The Census Bureau works with tribal, state, county, and local officials to implement a number of programs designed to review geographic information.  The geographic information that is provided as a part of these programs will frame all the 2010 Census tabulations and will be used for the American Community Survey beyond 2010.  The knowledge provided by local partners allows the Census Bureau to meet many of the statistical and spatial data needs that are part of the agency’s mission: to be the statistical source for better understanding of our Nation.  During the 1990’s, the Census Bureau’s geospatial database, TIGER, was not in alignment with many partners’ databases, making it difficult to participate in geographic programs for Census 2000.  The Census Bureau needed to make participation easier for participants for the 2010 geographic programs.
· Action– The Census Bureau launched a multi-year project to realign the street features in the TIGER data base to at least 7.6 meters of horizontal positional accuracy, using state, tribal, county, and local files wherever possible.  Although the initial plans anticipated one-third of the country updates coming from tribal, state, county, and local officials, more than 2000 of these partner files have been used to date.  Local hydrography or the National Hydrographic Dataset (NHD) is used where it is available at high resolution. Imagery flown by other agencies that met the positional accuracy criteria was used to extract vectors and create the feature base.
· Result – Census Bureau program participants are happy that the Census Bureau’s geographic base matches theirs, making it easier to participate in programs.  Millions of dollars were saved by the Census Bureau through the use of existing data. Newly created road centerlines match available imagery.  All agencies, local governments and private individuals have free and clear access to highly accurate road centerline data and geographic boundary data that are in the public domain and freely downloadable from the Census Bureau’s website.
