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FICT:  The Federal Interagency Council on Trail (FICT) is a long-standing interagency trail coordination board comprised of national representatives from the USDA Forest Service (USFS), National Park Service (NPS), Bureau of Land Management (BLM), U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service (FWS), Federal Highways Administration (FHWA), and U.S. Army Corps of Engineers (COE).  

ITDS:  The Interagency Trail Data Standards (ITDS) were developed at the request of the FICT, by a working group called the ITDS Team and comprised of agency representatives from the USFS, NPS, BLM and FWS.  The ITDS underwent internal and external reviews in 2003 and 2004, and are currently being used by these agencies to support trail inventory, planning, management, and public information needs.

FGDC Publication:  The ITDS are proposed for publication by the Federal Geographic Data Committee (FGDC) as Federal Trail Data Standards. 
Lead Agencies:  OMB Circular A-16 stipulates that “lead federal agencies” be identified for each National Spatial Data Infrastructure data theme.  The FICT recommends the following:
Trails Theme:  Co-Leaders: DOI National Park Service and USDA Forest Service

Federal Interagency Trail Data Standards include a core set of trail data attributes, corresponding values and definitions deemed official by the Federal Interagency Council on Trails.  These standards reflect geospatial and tabular managerial data applicable to trails within the United States, including all U.S. territories and outlying possessions.
